Formentera on board with Earth Hour
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The Formentera Council has renewed its commitment to the planet with Earth Hour 2017, a call
to cut the lights tomorrow, March 25. From 8.30 to 9.30pm, electric lighting across plaga de la
Constituci6é and carrers Eivissa and Ramén Llull will be switched off.

Appealing for broad public participation, environment councillor Daisee Aguilera called the
worldwide lights-out event “a symbolic act against climate change”. For ten years World Wide
Fund for Nature has helmed the Earth Hour movement. “The Formentera Council felt strongly

about joining the effort,” said the councillor, “and opted to turn out the lights at some of Sant
Francesc's main roads”.
