Renewed support for local farmers' co-op
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Formentera Council president Jaume Ferrer met with the director of the island's farmers'
co-operative, Cooperativa del Camp, to put their signatures on a partnership agreement
between the two groups valued at €95,000.

With a focus on community-level efforts to revive local agriculture and beautify Formentera's
landscapes, the partnership is aimed at renewing efforts like the co-operative's stewardship of
unused land and management of member plots.

It is reckoned that the bid to reactivate agriculture on Formentera will have positive knock-on
effects on economic, social, cultural and environmental areas.

The Farmland Reserve programme took wing in April 2015 when the first land was handed over
to the co-operative. Since then, roughly 142 hectares of farmland have been donated by 60
private landowners.
